Unexplained Deaths at Deepcut Army Barracks

I recently visited the Tricycle Theatre to see the play ‘Deep Cut’ by Phillip Ralph.  

I was surprised and outraged to learn there had not been an inquiry into the deaths of these four young people and appalled that in all four cases there was an immediate assumption made that each of the deaths was a suicide.

There are quite obviously questions around the shambolic way the military police managed each initial investigation and serious misgivings around the subsequent Surrey Police investigations opened in 2002, the evidence from which remains locked away from the families and their legal representation even today.  Evidence in each case has been lost, misplaced or destroyed with, it seems, no question of accountability. Even evidence collected in a post mortem disappeared. 

I have no doubt had these deaths occurred in a University or similar public place, an inquiry would have very quickly been convened and I find it disgraceful the way our Government have done everything possible to avoid just that.

The Review conducted by Sir Nicholas Blake QC could not subpoena nor cross-examine witnesses, it was not conducted with the legal representation of the families and it has never been discussed with them. They had no right of reply and gaps in that Review therefore remain unchallenged.  The memory of four young people who signed up to defend their country is insulted with each day that passes without a robust inquiry and I would hope you, as my parliamentary representative, will feel as outraged as I and so many others and that you will now support the families’ continued call for justice.
